Start it Out | Goal: Get people talking

Live it Out |  Goal: Choose a question to encourage next steps  

• Who are your people? (Example: family, neighbors, 
coworkers, friends, barista, store clerk, hairdresser) 

• What can you do this week to be salt and light to your 
community? Where can you plant a seed? 

  
Pray it Out |  Goal: Lift up prayers, petitions, and praises  

• Pray together:

Help the members of your group to feel needed and 
known.
