e Pastor Steve said that Luke used a particular word for “healed,”
which defined means, “saved,” Why do you think that is?
e Read Luke 19:2-4; How are the stories of the blind man and
Zacchaeus spiritually connected?

Live it Out| Goal: Choose a question to encourage next steps
e Review what God's Saving Grace does for us. What does it look like
for you to live out these 5 truths in your own life this week? What
does it look like for you to encourage someone else to live out this
truth this week?
